Key Projects and Initiatives

Financial Assistance

Our commitment to providing access to quality
education for all students remained a cornerstone
of our mission. In the 2024-2025 school year,
we dedicated substantial resources to our
financial aid program, resulting in approximately
42% of our students receiving assistance. This
support is crucial in maintaining a diverse and
vibrant student body.

Revenue Diversification

Our strategy for revenue diversification remains
a key focus. Our financial advisor, Merrill Lynch,
created an in Endowment that aligns with our
values and mission. Having such a fund is integral
to streamlining our financial goals and achieving

these results.

Student Support Programs

Building on the success of past initiatives, our
student support programs continued to enhance
the educational experience for our students.
Offerings such as our expanded Education
Support with Early childhood and Upper

school personnel, continued subsidized bus
transportation, lunch program, and afternoon

school programs.

Cash Position

Following the significant capital expenditure

for our new gym in the prior year, a key priority
during the 2024-2025 school year was
strategically maintaining our cash position.
Through diligent financial management, we made
steady progress with our Financial Advisor,

strengthening the school’s long-term stability.
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Challenges and Operational Results

While we celebrate our achievements, we also
acknowledge the continued challenges faced
in the past years, particularly the risks posed
by flat enrollment, inflationary pressures, and
derived financial challenges in the current
political climate. We maintained a continual
review of existing and potentia| revenue streams,
and financial reserves to enable WWS to

offer enhanced programs. Looking ahead,

it remains essential that we have a healthy
student enrollment and continue to meet our

fundraising goals each year.

Conclusion

The 2024-2025 school year was another year
of significant progress of realignment and
dedication within our school administration.
We remain committed to transparency and
responsible financial stewardship. We extend
heartfelt appreciation to all staff, past and
present, for their unwavering contributions.

Dear kFriends,

The rate of change that we have been experiencing in the world has been matched

within the walls of our Washington Waldorf School. When change surrounds us, it can

be a balm to root into our community, and we continued to do that this year. We began

the year with our Welcome back picnic and potluck, and continued to anchor the

calendar with festivals and opportunities for our community to come together.

The theme of our 2024-2025 One Fund
continued to be “One Community, Building
Together.” Each year in the Development Office,
we set strategic goals that are voted on and
adopted by the Development Committee and
Trustees Council. This process keeps us
accountable to the shared desires and vision for

our community.
This year, our goals were as follows:

Introduce the Washington Waldorf community
to our new Head of School, Margery Bank

In September 2024, Washington Waldorf School
hosted a lead donor event that included past
Trustees to allow the community to begin to get
to know Margery, and hear more about her
vision for the school. In addition, we continued
our tradition of regular coffee and tea mornings
for the whole community to meet with Margery.
These conversations continued throughout the
year, and provided opportunities for deeper
discussion about key initiatives and curriculum

highlights at our school.

Maintain and slightly increase cash flow from
fundraising at the level of $800,000

had a goal to raise $425,000, which was
exceeded. We did not quite reach a total of
$800,000 between all initiatives combined, but

we got very close!
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Continue and increase reliance and recognition
of volunteers, on the Parents/Family
Organization, the Development Committee
and the Trustee Council. Develop a stronger
volunteer organization to work with the Gala,
including broad and visible support from the
Trustee Council.

Our volunteer turnout was strong this year, and
we continue to be grateful for the enthusiastic
energy and support of our volunteers and
volunteer leadership. Highlights include the Fall
Bazaar (as always), the incredible work done by
the Gala Committee at our April 26, 2025 Gala,
and initiatives and events planned by the Parent
Organization. The school acknowledged our
volunteers at an end of year Volunteer
Appreciation breakfast, but the gratitude

extends year round.

Engage the Alums community through annual
Reunions, local events, and improving the
current Alum presence online.

The school continued to engage alum through
quarterly email newsletters, and the much
anticipated winter Alum Basketball game. We
also hosted multiple alum on campus to speak to
current students, and we were honored to have
Brian Spitulnik (‘01) as our Class of 2025
Graduation speaker. In January 2025, recent
alums came back to campus for lunch and to
speak to current students about the college
experience. We look forward to hosting and
planning the 2026 Alum Reunion, and encourage
classes in reunion years to put the date on their
calendar for Saturday, June 6, 2026.

Strengthen the Development Office
infrastructure.

This is a continuing goal, but we were thrilled to
welcome Dykeem Cervantes (part-time
Database Coordinator) and Erika Bryant-
Northcutt (Assistant Director of Development
and Events) to our team this year! Both have
continued to professionalize our operations,
with Dykeem ensuring that our gifts are
processed and acknowledged in a timely
manner, and Erika putting her extra spin and flair

into our events.

Continue to nurture and build a culture of
philanthropy at WWS by emphasizing
participation and by celebrating and stewarding
major gift and leadership supporters through
the school.

We are grateful for the generosity of so many in
our community this year. This goal takes us back
to the overall theme of our One Fund—One
Community, Building Together. Philanthropy
unites us around our common goals, and allows
us to build a school and community that belongs
to all of us. We ended the year with 100%
Trustee participation, 100% College
participation, 62% Faculty participation, and
more than 70% Current Parent participation.

At the Washington Waldorf School, tuition covers most—but not all—of the cost of a
Waldorf education. For FY24, that goal was $450,000, with additional funds raised
through pledge payments to the Room to Move Campaign.

Because of the One Fund and our community’s
generosity, WWS is able to keep tuition one of
the lowest of any independent school in the DC
metro area. A robust giving program allows us to
make Waldorf education more accessible while
still delivering the highest quality. Importantly,
we also live our mission by providing generous

financial aid to 42% of our families.

Every dollar contributed to the One Fund goes
directly into the operating budget—first to close
the gap between tuition revenue and school
expenses, and then to expand opportunities for
our students and teachers. By raising personal

giving and encouraging strong parent

participation, we ensure that tuition remains

accessible, that financial aid remains generous,
and that every student continues to benefit from

the unique gifts of a Waldorf education.

These three commitments—a strong culture

of giving, careful financial stewardship, and
accessibility through financial aid—work
together to align our development efforts,

fiscal responsibility, and our mission: to

cultivate students’ capacity to think clearly,

feel compassionately, and act purposefully by
providing a developmentally appropriate

an excerpt from her gala speech

“This kind of learning takes time. There is no short path,
no short-cut straight to concepts. So, we start very
early, asking our youngest students to explore
through all their senses, learning to use their
physical instrument to change the outer
world. Sweeping with a broom, knitting
with sticks, singing in harmony, stepping in
rhythm. Nothing new here. We all want to
make an impression. Even the family dog
needs to change the world, judging from all
the chewed-up furniture. But it easy to

forget that any technology we engage in, also
works back into us, changing and shaping
our living selves. So, Waldorf education starts
with primitive tools. The broom teaches our
muscles coordination. The knitting needles
awaken order in our thinking, etc. The aim is

to make us more deeply human.

Such is the aim of Waldorf education. . .to sin and atone! To evoke discovery
of the bigger picture. To bring observable phenomena into focus, inject the
catalytic questions and make space for discovery. It is a rich, slow, joyful,
growth enhancing, humbling and emboldening learning process. And
central to its mission is the role of Art. Art provides the arena for discovery,
for innovation, for building intention, commitment and resolve. For
forging inner attention—which for so many of us is just a slender thread—
into a four-lane highway linking us inwardly with the world our senses
perceive. We are not meant to be held as puppets on strings of distraction,
ruled by happiness and the ever-present desire for entertainment. Our
school offers an antidote to the dissipating, self-alienating forces that

surround us today.”
